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Abstract

The objectives of the research on “Guidelines for Rehabilitation Service
Development of Phrapradaeng Home for Persons with Disabilities, The Department of
Social Development and Welfare, The Ministry of Social Development and Human
Security” are to study the type of rehabilitation service provided for people with
disabilities, opinions of the disabled and officials on the service, and guidelines for
rehabilitation service development at Phrapradaeng Home for Persons with Disabilities.
The sample consists of 72 persons with disabilities and 33 officials. The data are collected
using questionnaire and analyzed using percentage, mean, standard deviation and
Chi-square.

The findings are as follows:

Phrapradaeng Home for Persons with Disabilities provides all four services:
medical, educational, social and vocational. In the opinions of the people with disabilities
and officials, the social aspect of the rehabilitation services is high, while the vocational
and educational aspects are moderate. However, the medical service level is considered
high by the persons with disabilities and moderate by the officials. With regard to the
guidelines for rehabilitation service development in the four areas, the views of both
groups are similar in that there should be specialists in each area of rehabilitation working
permanently at the Phrapradaeng Home for Persons with Disabilities. The service should
cover all types of disabilities and offer a wide range of service types. Necessary modern
equipment and facilities should be made available in sufficient number in all four service
areas. Buildings should be properly organized. More budgets should be allocated. The
relationship between types of disabilities and their opinions on the medical rehabilitation
service has a statistical significance of 0.05. The general information of the officials has no
relationship with their opinions on any rehabilitation service.

The following are the recommendations made by the study. The public sector
should develop rehabilitation development policy and plans that meet the needs of the
persons with disabilities and should provide more support on personnel, service,
equipment, buildings and budgets in each area of the rehabilitation. The agency
concerned should provide enough rehabilitation personnel in all four areas, engage the
help of volunteers in the development of rehabilitation service in all four areas on a regular
basis, and conduct more publicity work to attract more cooperation from all sectors

concerned, including the private sector, local organizations and the people sector.
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
