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Abstract
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This research was aimed to study need and background of education
management of the philosophy of the sufficiency economy under the government policy
of schools in office of the basic education commission, ministry of education. The target
were 10 schools under education officer Khon Kaen Zone 1-5, education year 2551. The
research instrument was 5 set of rating scale questionnaires of current situation and
needs of education management of the philosophy of the sufficiency economy under the
government policy. The results were shown as below;

1. The needs of education management of the philosophy of the sufficiency
economy under the government policy was at high level in total for considering in each
issue was as follow;

1.1 School management was in the highest level, especially on
supporting learning resources for teaching of the philosophy of the sufficiency economy.

1.2 Curriculum and teaching was in the highest level, especially on
developing local learning content of the philos;)phy of the sufficiency economy.

1.3 Personal development was in the highest level, especially on
behaving of the philosophy of the sufficiency economy and be able to be a good model

in society.
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2. The Background of education management of the philosophy of the
sufficiency economy under the government policy was at medium level in total, for
considering in each issue was as follow;

2.1 School management was in medium level, the least practiced were
the participating of the guardians and communities for setting the policy, planning,
curriculum development and teaching of the philosophy of the sufficiency economy.

2.2 Curriculum and teaching was in high level, the least practiced was
local learning content of the philosophy of the sufficiency economy.

2.3 Personal development was in medium level, the least practiced was

following up, evaluation, and conclusion for developing teaching.
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
