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Abstract 

 
 This thesis intends to study the legal problems concerning choice of court 
agreement in international business contract. Choice of court agreement is based on 
consensus of the parties concerning dispute resolution during contract drafting. Such 
clause if to prevent the parties from the risk occurred by varied result of judge and 
concurrent proceedings in several jurisdictions. Unlike the above there are no such 
provisions about choice of court agreement in Thai Civil Procedure Code and thus 
entitle only the plaintiffs to bring their action to the Court within the territorial jurisdiction 
in which the defendant is domiciled or the cause of action arose. Since the absence of 
the provisions about choice of court agreement in Thai Laws . Therefore, there are legal 
problems, for example, it is arguable that Choice of court agreement can not be 
established in Thai Court and such clause shall be deem as void for contrary to public 
policy. This author is of the opinion that choice of court agreement is not contrary to 
public policy because it is a practices and trade usages in international trade and 
business contract. However court jurisdiction is a competence of court and based on 
the laws of the State. Private have no the power in court jurisdiction  change , with 
regard to the court admits the choice of  foreign court agreement is with regard to the 
court gives the full effect to the contract of the litigants traditionally the power of the 
party autonomy , choice of foreign court agreement doesnnt oust  court  jurisdiction in 
Thailand. 
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
