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Abstract

A study on Authority to Submit Draft of the Act of Senators has the objective to
find the answer whether or not the Thai Senate should have the power to present a bill,
and how.

1. In this study it has studied and presented in the scope of contents that is the
essence of the matter.

(1) Concept on the theoretical thinking concerning the Senate comprising the
reasons to have the Senate, its source, status and power.

(2) Power of the Thai Senate comprising the evolution of the Senate of Thailand.

(3) Power of the legislation of the foreign Senates classified by the senates
without the power to present a bill such as in the Great Britain, while the Senates in the
countries with the power to present a bill are the U.S.A., French Republic and Federal
Republic of Germany.

(4) Analysis of the guidelines to define Thai senators to have the power to
present a bill comprising the reason and necessity that the Thai Senate should have the
power to present a bill, and a condition that they should have the power to present a bill.
Also an analysis to improve the source and process of legislation to support the Senate
to have the power to present a bill, the guidelines on amending the constitution to
support its power to present a bill.

2. Results from the study derived from the summary leading to the following
recommendations:

(1) Source of Thai senators should come from indirect elections for the whole
Senate.

(2) The senators should have the power to present a general bill except a

financial bill, which has to be approved by the Prime Minister.



(3) Method of presenting a bill by the senators is to present to the Senate for
further consideration by the House of Representatives.

(4) Setting up a Senate committee with the duty to follow up and evaluate the
results on the law enforcement to update, amend, repeal or present a bill.

3. There were recommendations to amend the constitution of the Kingdom of
Thailand 2007 as follows:

(1) The senators should come from indirect elections in the whole Senate.

(2) The senators could present a general bill except a financial bill, which has to
be approved by the Prime Minister.

(3) The senators could present a general bill, financial bill, organic bill, or
constitutional amendment bill to the Senate first and onto the House of Representatives
for further consideration.

(4) It was to set up a Senate committee to follow up and evaluate the law
enforcement on the updates, amendments, repeal or enact legislation.

(5) It was to amend the constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand 2007 in

compliance with the provisions of Section 291.
