This research attempts to study how multi-incident news stories with different
news body structures : summary, salient features and chronological order structures
affect readers’ comprehension, recall and satisfaction. The experiment involved 60
subjects divided into three groups of 20. Each group were asked to read 3 news stories
with 3 different body structures. Each within 30 minutes. Upon completion of each story,
their comprehension and recall of the news story as well as their satisfaction with the
news story were measured.

Results are as follows:

1. The news body s%ructure does not affect recall.

2. The news body structure does not affect comprehension.

3. Regarding readers’ satisfaction, the subjects rated news stories with the
salient feature structure higher than the stories with the summary structure in terms of
credibility. They rated stories with the salient feature structure higher than stories with
the summary structure in clarity. Finally, the subjects rated stories with the salient
feature structure and stories with the chronological order structure higher than stories

with the summary structure in convenience of reading.
