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The purposes of this correlational research were to investigate the relationships
between sexual self-concept subscales of sexual satisfaction, perceived sexual self-efficacy,
sexual anxiety, and sexual depression, perceived sexual barriers, social su‘pporrt, and sexual
behaviors in patients with myocardial infarction. The subject were 132 myocardial infarction
adult patients in the Police hospital and Thammasat hospital selected by a multistage
sampling. The instruments used for data collection were the Demographic data Form, Sexual
Satisfaction Quéstionnaire, Sexual Self-efficacy Questionnaire, Sexual Anxiety Questionnaire,
Sexual Depression Questionnaire, Perceived Sexual Barriers Questionnaire, Social Support
Questionnaire, and Sexual Behaviors Questionnaire. These instruments were tested for
content validity by five panel of experts, and the reliability were .92, .95, .92, .93, .88, .92, and
.95, respectively. The data were analyzed using Pearson's Product Moment Correlation. The
results of this study revealed that: ;

1. The study found that males adults age 51-59 years old k68.18%), mean age was
53.34 years (SD=6.18). Mean scores of sexual satisfaction, perceived sexual self-efficacy,
sexual anxiety, sexual depression, and perceived sexual barriers mean score were 9.70
(SD =3.38), 12.83 (SD = 4.66), 12.29 (SD = 4.96), 12.45 (SD = 5.05), and 26.26 (SD = 7.01),
respectively, all mean scores were at moderate levels. Mean score of social support were
93.62 (SD=12.30), that high level and sexual behaviors were 7.01 (SD = 7.48), that low level.

2. There were positive statistically significant relationships between sexual
satisfaction, perceived sexual self-efficacy, social support, and sexual behaviors of
myocardial infarction patients at the level of .05 (r=.517, .605, and .433, respectively).

3. There were negative statistically significant relationships between perceived
sexual barriers, sexual anxiety, sexual depression, and sexual behaviors of myocardial

infarction patients at the level of .05 (r = - .322, -.388, and -.512, respectively).
