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Abstract

The purpose of this research were to study 1) model and procedure in water resource
management in the upper Pasak watershed and 2) to develop the potentiality of local
organization in water resource management in the upper Pasak watershed. The sample group
consisted 791 samples and divided into two groups included 768 questionnaires by quantitative
method and 23 interviewees. The research instrument was a questionnaire and interview were
used as a tool for data collection. They were the unconstructed interviews. The data were analyzed
by using descriptive statistics and content analysis for qualitative analysis.

The research findings were as follows :

1. The pattern and procedure of water resource management in the upper Pasak
Watershed by the over all were at low level.

1.1 the practicing of model and method in water management were also at low
level.
1.2 the patenting in the stages of water management were found that there were

the barrage to managed water supply.

2. The potential development of local organization in water management in the upper
Pasak watershed were found at low level although there were many barrage groups but there had
no cooperation among theirs groups, there were no network among water users in community
villages or sup-district and the lack of participation.

3. The stage of problem awareness, demands and the issue of potential development
found that people were not to take part in community meeting, they were only demanded for

roads to there field.
