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The Management of Mountain Bike Adventure Tourism by Community

Abstract

The two main objectives of this research were 1) to study and specify the route of adventure
tourism by mountain bike and 2) to specify the model of adventure tourism activities on the mountain bike
route. The route was specified in 2 subdistricts such as Thoong Sa Mor and Khao Kho, Khao Kho
districts, Phetchabun Province. The sample consisted of 43 people in 3 groups : group 1 was 8 people
such as village chief, teachers, government officers / local administration and academicians, group 2 was
20 people in Thoong Sa Mor and Khao Kho communities obtained by purposive sampling which was
considered from community leader, local wisdom and stakeholders and group 3 was 15 adventure
tourists. Data was collected by observation, interviewing and enquiry, focus group and work shop. Data
was analyzed by content analysis and showed the result by descriptive analysis.

The result revealed that the components of route of adventure tourism by mountain bike in the
aspect of route surrounding and state were appropriated for adventure cycling tourism. There were several
type of route that were appropriated for adventure cycling tourism too. In the aspect of activities along the
way found that the communities’ way of life was restricted by limited time because of the tourist must
stay overnight. Moreover the hill tribe didn’t accept the change by tourism. The sightseeing along the
route was could be all the way. The tourists take proud in the environment conservation and energy
saving. In the aspect of adventure found that the tourists lived at the outdoor adventure, they could survey
a new route, challenged the efficiency of body and trained the mountain bike cycling skill. Include the
challenged way made they excited.

There were two models of adventure tourism activities on the mountain bike with community
participation. The first was the route of cycling for studying the communities way of life. There were
interesting activities prepared between the route that were 1) studying the way of life of 3 hill tribe
communities such as Hmong, Lesu and Yao 2) studying the local culture from villagers’ product
3) studying the natural forest and 4) viewing the natural at view point, communist’s hideout cave and
Khao Kho Wind Generator project. The second model was the route of cycling for adventure and
challenge. The activities were 1) cycling through the steep mountain with beautiful scenery 2) cycling up

and down weightshill.
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
