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AMY199NgE: The objectives were to survey the status of alien species, investigate on
factors which have affected on invading, make an approach to eradicate and control
invading alien species. The surveying method was using a rapid assessment. Then the
data was compared with the Office of Natural Resource and Environmental Policies and

Planning database. The study results revealed that alien species which were found the

highest number, were at Ban Sam Riang. There were found ten species, six families. After
theirs classified to level of spread out, they composed with four species: Leucaena
leucocephala (Lam.) de Wit, Chromolaena odoratum L. P.M.King & H.Rob., Mimosa pigra
L. and Mimosa diplotricha C. Wright ex Sauvalle. The defensive and preventing
approaches have been monitoring a suitable level of chemical products utilization for
eradicated alien plant. If it has necessary for selecting some alien species, it should
disseminated knowledge about alien species and biological product use for control alien

plant to community.
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
