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Abstract

The study “Crime Prevention Measurement on Crosswalk Bridges in the
Bangkok Metropolitan Area” is a study through qualitative research. The study uses two
methods; the first is the study of fundamental principles, theories, articles, researches,
statistical data from documents, and researching for data from the scene of the crime.
The second method is a field study which studies the opinion of 13 persons by
gathering qualitative data from interviews. This study has the objective to study the
physical chracteristics and environment of the crosswalk bridges that makes it a target
for crime, the opinions of a group of people associating with the problems of crime on
crosswalk bridges about the occurrence of crime on the crosswalk bridges, and search
for preventive measures to use against crime on crosswalk bridges in Bangkok. The
objectives are reached by analyzing the opinions of the people who were interviewed.
These people consist of the Director of Design of Bangkok Metropolitan Administration,
High Ranking Police Administrators working on Policy, Police Officers working on Crime
Prevention, Offenders and Victims of crime at Crosswalk Bridges.

The results of the study concluded that the oportunity to commit crimes on
crosswalk bridges and officers’ operation their duties are as follows:

1. The physical characteristic of the bridge provides an environment and has
the structure which gives opportunities to commit an offence. The environment blocks
others from seeing the offence as it occurs, it doesn’t provide enough light, it is isolated,
it is not convenient for sight, it is convenient for excape, far from the mass far from police
patrol, the nearby area is narrow, has many small alleys, and many paths for excapes.
The structure has stairs leading to an area away from the mass and has few police
officers, the bridges with shades to block rain and sunshine or other such objects also
blocks sight, it has no lighting or not enough, the walk way is narrow making people
have to squeeze past each other, it's also convenient for ambush and escape.

2. 1t is found from the study of victims and the items lost that the felon

observes the behavior of the victim before committing the act. The victim often has
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prominent accessories, wear shirts with wide collars, are dressed provocatively, and the
amount of items taken is worth committing the crime. When the felons choose a victim
the gender is not a factor. It is often a person who is weak can be easily intimidated, is
alone, and isn’t careful.

3. The third is because of officers involving crosswalk bridge crimes’ practice
of their duty and opportunities for felony which occurs because of the obstacles in doing
their duty to prevent crime. These obstacles are the policies, personnel and equipment,
mass media, and evaluation of the way they work.

Given the data about the cause of crosswalk bridge crimes and the officer’s
performance of their duty in preventing crime in the past, the researcher has concluded
crime prevention measurement on crosswalk bridges as it should be in the present.
There are five measurements as fallowing.

Preventive measure 1 is to even out the manpower in an integrated manner
which means making the officers in each area have efficiency and enough to carry out
their duties well.

Preventive measure 2 is offensive surveillance which focusses on preventing
crime in an offensive manner, patrolling the points where crime occurs and commanders
should evaluate and pay more attention to how each officer practices his duties.

Preventive measure 3 is a crimeless crosswalk bridge which is the improving of
the environment and structure of the crosswalk bridges to be safer, not leaving
opportunities for felony.

Preventive measure 4 is officers to warn of the daner. This uses public
relations between officers and the mass to be cautious of crimes and methods in
protecting one’s self.

Preventive measure 5 is having the community help work against crime. This
uses the public and private sectors in preventing the crimes.

From the results of the study, the resarcher suggests that to have the
preventive measures against crosswalk crimes as a policy which can truly but used, and

can effectively prevent crime, it is necessary to have the cooperation of many fields.
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These fields include the government, private sectors, and public. It is also necessary to
have constant evaluation of the results of the policy and have public relations with the
mass to inform them on the preventive measures against crime and be careful in order

to have an effective policy in preventing crime and peace in the society.
