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Abstract

The research, “The Appropriate Model of Restorative Justice in Three Southern
Border Provinces” has 3 main purposes: to study the concept of restorative justice, to
study the attitudes of academics, professionals, and justice officials related to models of
restorative justice in three southern border provinces in Thailand; namely, Yala, Pattani,
and Narathiwat; and seek the appropriate model of restorative justice in three southern
border provinces. The study is based on qualitative research, documentary study, and
field study through in-depth interview of 15 experts with specialized education
background and expertise in restorative justice in three southern border provinces.

The research found that the restorative justice is important to criminal justice as
“the alternative dispute resolution” (ADR) to reduce harm in traditional criminal justice
processing, involves all stakeholders, and transform the traditional relationship between
communities and their governments in responding to crime. In Addition, restorative
justice can divert offenders to the community and away from prison. Restorative justice
also leads to restorative and peace society. These regard as developing proactive
criminal justice system instead of supporting measurements for crime prevention in the
society.

Moreover, the population’s attitude towards the appropriate model of restorative
justice in three southern border provinces that is necessary for considering their ethos.
That is why it is complicated to specify the model. The specification depends on relevant
problems. As violent problems rise continuously and remains constantly, the government
uses the restorative justice emphasizing on problem solving. This leads to peaceful life in
society, and there’s no decrease on conflict situational condition. The qualifications of the
appropriate model of restorative justice in three southern border provinces are as
follows:

1. Specify the policy and implement strategy of restorative justice
administration and national security.

2. Have public hearing and integrate potential community.
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3. Base on needs and ethos of community, not set up by government sector.
The government sector should only be a supporter.

4. Have mechanism of free idea and operation, not intervene by government
sector. This will lead to reliance on justice and development through peaceful way.

5. Have officials truly understand restorative justice, not violate human rights.

6. Give power to region for fully management as legislated constitute.

7. Have the commission comprising of representative justice organizations in
peaceful way of government, the academics, the community, the individuals, and
including the specialists of the capital and provincial.

8.  Use community justice networks or facilitators on organizing the meetings.

9. Have the permanent and appropriate place for complaint.

10. Have a leader group working on restoration within each region.

11. Have social communication play a roll of well-understood of criminal
justice through restorative and let the community participate in the organization.

Some visions of the obstacles in having restorative justice in three southern
border provinces are that the officials lack of understanding the restoration which
misleads the community’s trust. The most important factor is the policy of restoration is
not really recognized of its significance. That's the reason why it's not seen as concrete.

The suggestion from this research is that the government should revise the
causes of the problems in three southern border provinces and a criminal justice in
restoration as well. The study should be continued through a new way alternative of
following the restoration for specifying the format, the clear picture of restoration. The
community and the officials should have the right understanding of restoration which
lead to the perfect and practical use of problem solving in three southern border

provinces forever.
