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The symphonic poem Tribhumi features the Buddhist belief and philosophy
in relation to the existence of the three worlds: earth, hell and heaven. It also depicts
the reasons for their existence and deliverance from the three worlds based on the
imagination of the composer as derived from the principles of Buddhism. The
purposes of this composition are to incorporate music as part of the promulgation of
Buddhism and to create a work of art in contemporary musical approach.

Tribhumi is the program music composed for symphony orchestra that
introduces concepts and methods derived from various musical genres. In addition,
composer adds instruments related to religion and human belief into orchestra in
order to create an atmosphere which communicates Buddhist faith and philosophy of

the composition.
