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"True is the fact that nowadays a person’s identity has been widely exploited to
gain some illegal advantages. To conveniently and speedily facilitate transactions, law
generally allows a person to enter into the transacltion merely by pl_resenting his or her
self-identity to the other party of the transaction. The identity could be variedly unlawfully
used; for instance, it can be used to run the process of opening a bank account, or to
apply for a health insurance policy on which other persons can claim for medical service
benefits, to name but a few. The fact that an offender commits the theft identity crime by
claiming the victim's identity with the third party, and definitely without the victim's
consent is not beyond the bounds of possibility.of damage to the victim himself, his
ownership and even others.

In Thailand, there has been no particular provision of criminal law against
offences reléting to identity theft. Only a few provisions of the current Penal Code, the
Civil Code and some other laws are within the possibility of application to the offences.
The study shows that the existing laws practically do not cover a myriad variety of
actions pertaining to identity theft. Moreover, being presﬁmably aware of both flexibility
and credibility of a person’s identity, some certain countries, as found out, have broadly
and cautiously introduced the law against those illegal actions. Accordingly, Thailand
should initiate an enactment of specific criminal provisions to c.ombat crime against
identity theft. Not only should such enactment cover the whole range of offences, but
also establish an appropriate measure and civil liability for tort claimed by the victim. In
this regard, the provision of identity theft should be enshrined in the existing Penal
Code, which ultimately renders law enforcement in relation to this crime more effective,

and last but most importantly, suppresses crime against identity theft.
