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Abstract

This thesis aims to study legal measures in household excreta management
which are feces, urine including other dirts or smell according to the Public Health Act B.E.
2535 in order to know the problems about household excreta management, the ideas about
excreta management and the laws related to household excreta management, the problems
and the obstacles about legal measure enforcement including the problems and the

obstacles of the sectors related to the law enforcement.

The findings revealed that nowadays there are specific laws related to household
excreta management which are the Public Health Act B.E. 2535 which authorises local
administration in excreta management including other laws to promote and support excreta

management.

Nevertheless, the Public Health Act B.E. 2535 has set a broad excreta
management guideline by authorising local administration to issue local regulations on
excreta management. If any local administration has not issued local regulation on excreta
management will lead to no criteria and procedure to manage excreta systematically and
hygienically which make the laws related to excreta management in Thailand cannot control
Thailand excreta management by the same standard all over the country. Moreover, the
related laws on excreta management are partly not sufficient complete to apply in solving

the excreta management problems.

From these problems, the writer proposed the solutions to solve the problems
which are: Public Health Minister should promulgate Ministerial Regulation on criteria,
procedure and condition on excreta collecting, transporting and destroying in relation to the
Public Health Act B.E. 2535 in order to have the same standard all over the country on
excreta management. While there is no such Ministerial Regulation, local administration
should take Public Health Committee’s advice on excreta management as a guideline to
promulgate local regulation including penalty provisions improvement related to excreta

which is suitable to present social situation.



In addition to these, the concerned sectors should have the practices about
coordination and cooperation among each other and give the public the chance to

participate in excreta management for the efficient household excreta management.
