The objective of this research is to study legends, origins, habitats, figures,
characteristics, magical powers, roles, and teaching principles related to Naga, which appeared
in the Buddhist scripture and in Isaan culture, including repercussions in tradition, rites, and
ways of life of the Isaan Buddhists. This study is a documentary research using Theravada
Buddhist scripture, Atthakatha, and other relevant documents as first and second sources .

According to the research, Naga appeared in Theravada Buddhist Scripture where the
origins, habitats, physical appearance, habits, magical powers, and role of Naga were clearly
mentioned. Buddhist teachings for daily life were found here and there through out the texts.
Naga, in Theravada Buddhist Scripture and in Isaan culture are similar. The difference is
about the origin, Theravada Buddhist Scripture clearly stated that the origin of the Naga was
the same as other creatures, while Isaan culture did not mention the origin of Naga.

Naga appeared in Theravada Buddhist Scripture as a real animal. Naga was closely
related to The Lord Buddha from his ten incarnations to his last life as the Buddha. Before
the Lord Buddha attained the Enlightenment and became Lord Buddha, he was incarnated as
Bhuritat, who meditated throughout his life. In other tales, Naga appeared a number of times.
Most importantly, Naga appeared as a disguised monk which was the starting point of calling
every man “Naga” before being a monk. It is believed that in the seventh week after his
illumination, the Naga called Muccalin provided protection to The Lord Buddha against rain
and storms.

According to Isaan culture, the Isaan people really believe that there is Naga, but it
appears as a sacred and supernatural being. It could grant wishes to people. It became a
respected figure and was highly honored as in the rites of Boonbungfai, Lairuefai,
Boonhodsong, Sattanaga worship, and in the inauguration ceremony of house construction.
This perfectly yields the basic ethical principle of community unity.

~In brief, Naga, of the Theravada Buddhist Scripture, is classified as an animal lower
than a human being. It had important roles in creating influence for The Lord Buddha and
Buddhism.  This belief can be put into practice as Dhamma principles, which are
Paticcasamuppada, Sangasravat, Akalamula, Punnakiriyavattha, and Ariyascca. According to
Isaan belief, Naga is a sacred being classified as higher than human beings and can grant
wishes, like a god. It was honored as the symbol of rites that bring about the foundation of
ethical principles for community unity. Most importantly, those traditional rites have been
considered as a strategy to lead Buddhists to the ways of Dhamma practice in Buddhism.
