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ABSTRACT
The objective of this research is to determine the efficiency of Tambon
Administrative Organization ( TAO ) development planning process. The research
gathered information from 168 TAO board members and 53 local villagers by using
a questionnaire and interview. The data analysis was done by using spss for
windows, The figures used to determine the efficiency of the TAOs were expressed
in percentages , averages, and standard deviation.

It can be concluded from the research that the efficiency of most TAOs was
average.The study of the planning process revealed that :

1) Most TAOs correctly follow the established planning steps and methods,
by studying the people’s problems and needs, but lack further analysis into these

problems.
2) The TAO provide for public involvement but do not provide enough

feedback.
3) Most plans and projects by the TAO are successfully implemented but

they still do not fully respond to the people’s demands.

The suggestions of this research are for the TAO to place more emphasis on
the planning process by reviewing the planning steps and methods, and by promoting
cooperation and communication between the TAO, the people and the departments
involved. This will lead to greater planning efficiency and ultimately to lasting
community development.
