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ABSTRACT

Thai society today is encountering a significant religious problem that is
Abhififia [Supernatural Knowledge]. Some Buddhists have misunderstandings or
superstitions in Abhififia. Therefore, the researcher studied about the teachings of
Abhiifia from “Pali Canon”, commentary and sub-commentary and studied the
knowledge, belief and understanding of meditation teachers in the Bangkok area. The
researcher studied about Abhififia from Pali Canon and others and interviewed 12
meditation teachers from 5 centers in Bangkok.

The research results indicate that Abhififia did exist in Buddhism. There are
teaching about this topic and practical approaches to reach Abhiiifia appear in many
parts of Pali Canon [Tepitaka] and the commentaries. Most meditation teachers
possess this Abhififia knowledge and could separate between Abhiiifia and other
special abilities. Their knowledge is correct and consistent with the teaching principle
regarding it. Every meditation teacher believes that Abhififia and practical approaches
to reach Abhififia did really exist. However, their understanding of Abhififia is still
incomplete. The knowledge, belief and understanding of these come from studies
rather than practical experience. The centers don’t express their interests in Abhiiifia 6,
and therefore not many teachings concerning this topic were available. The teaching
from center should be compiled and examined to further understand the situation in
order to spread the proper teachings and understanding about Abhiiifia. By such doing,

there would be no wrong attitudes and practices to prevent ones from attaining the
highest goal.
