This research aimed to study the activities of the military bands of Rajabhat
Institutes in the Lower E-San Group. The purposes of the study were to study the background
of Rajabhat Institutes in the Lower E-San Group as the basic information for arranging the
activities of military bands and to study the activities of the military bands of 4 Rajabhat
Institutes in the Lower E-San Group i.e. Rajabhat Institute Nakhom Ratchasima, Buriram,
Surin, and Ubon Ratchathani. It was a humanistic study through the qualitative research
method. The researcher collected the data from related literatures, interviewing and
participant observation during 2542-2543 B.E. The results of the study were:

The general information used as the data for study the activities of the
military bands of the 4 Rajabhat Institutes were collected from the Music Program, the
Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, the Vice Presidents, and the Presidents.
There were 3 general programs in 3 tields i.e. Education, Sciences, and Arts. The music
program consisted of 2 fields i.e. Education and Arts. The military bands included 5
courses i.e. Music Band 1-3, Principles of Music Band, and B‘and Teaching.

As to the military band activities of 4 Rajabhat Institutes, it was found that
the policies were similar i.e. to serve the purposes of the curriculum. There were
specific plans to develop the bands in order to raise the quality and efficiency.
There were 21 lecturers and conductors. In the case of learning and teaching, every
Rajabhat additional course i.e. Band Teaching. There were 117 musical
instruments. Only 87 instruments were in good condition. Rajabhat Institute Surin
possessed most instruments i.e. 44 pieces. Rajabhat Institute Nakorn Ratchasima
possessed least instruments i.e. 20 pieces.

The problems of the bands were as follows : lack of instruments, too few of
students interested in joining the band. teaching loads. and no proper place for practice.
sometimes the teachers are assigned to work on something else besides music.
