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ABSTRACT

This study is to investigate factors relating to female adolescent violence
and physical assault in Samutsakhon Province, Thailand and investigate remedial
approaches and to address the use of violence among adolescent girls. Quantitative
research is used employing questionnaires for data collection from 300 girl
students of junior secondary education (K7-9) in three districts of Muang
Samutsakhon, Krathoombaen, and Ban Praew. Statistical applications are
frequency, percentage, mean, ANOVA and Multiple Classification Analysis
MCA).

Findings are that most samples accept that for the past year there have
assaults against other girls (57.3%). Most motives are private vengeance, disgust,
hatred and/or self-protection. A test of the hypothesis shows that witnessing
violent behavior of family individuals, with low self-control, having an accepting
attitude to violence, having antisocial behavior, associating with deviant peers and
viewing violent media have a relationship with using violence in the case of
assaults, by a statistical significance of 0.05. The control variables are relations
within family, intimacy with parents; methods of parents’ punishment for a
mistake, and who the adolescent girl stays with, these also have a relationship with
a statistical significance at 0.05.

Recommendations from the study are families should be good role
models, never express violence for adolescent girls to witness and pay attention to
cultivating a righteous attitude of staying together, teach them to be patient, have
endurance and use intellect to decide solutions and to address problems, rather
‘than emotion. There should be supervision and advice for adolescent girls on
association with friends with improper behavior and media with disguised violent
content such as TV programs, movies, comic books, and the internet. Teachers and
lecturers at school should supervise behavior of student groups to prevent use of
violence among students in the schools. Media should reduce presentation of
pictures or contents with violence, -especially in children’s media such as comics
and games and so on.
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
