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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this quantitative and qualitative research was to study
the attitude of the criminal justice administration towards crime news and the need
for crime news quality. Questionnaires were used for data collection from 200
subjects with in the criminal justice administration : police, lawyers, prosecutors,
judges, correctional officers, probation officers and officers of juvenile
observation and protection department. Statistical applications were frequency,
percentage, means, standard deviation. Statistical applications were frequency,
percentage, means, standard deviation, variance, and Multiple Classification
Analysis (MCA). In addition to the questionnaires which was used as a
quantitative method of evaluation, the study also included interviews of with 7
criminal justice administrators as a qualitative method of evaluation.

It was found that the samples agreed that mass media officers should be
coutious about reporting report sexual crime news. This was in accordance with
the results of the interview which showed that sexual crime news reports might
arouse the sexual desire of the audience and might also violate the individual’s
right to privacy, thereby causing humiliation of the victims. In addition, the
sample wanted the mass media officers who report crime news to be more
responsible in terms of morals and ethics. This agreed with the results of the
interviews which indicated that the sample would like mass media officers to be
more ethical so that sample would the mass media willl be more socially
acceptable and will become a dependable agent for the society.

In conclusion is recommended that the mass media officers should
have better morals and ethics in reporting crime news. Moreover, they should
learn more about the related legal knowledge and use their best dicretion before
reporting any crime news. Therefore, there will not be any flaws which will affect
the individual’s right to liberty and there will be no encouragement of copycat
crimes. Furthermore, crime reports will be accepaple and credible leading to
social and public benefits.
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
