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ABSTRACT

The study investigated the family’s participation in rehabilitation of
probationers, and factors encouraging family’s participation in rehabilitation of
probationers. Data have been collected from 150 family members of probationers in
Probation Area 7, Thailand. The statistical applications include frequency, and
percentage, standard deviation. T- Test is used in the test of hypotheses for the
relationships among the independent variables and One-way ANOVA is used in
testing variables of more than two groups.

Findings are that most subjects are female and the with of a probatloner
aged 16-30 years old and the nuclear family. Most have finished primary education
and are general laborers earning on average 2,000-6,000 Baht. Most have a
sustainable financial status. Most samples know and understand rehabilitation,
especially its objective, and most have met the probation officers at least once by
themselves. It is found that samples have a very good level of relationship within the
families, very good level of fulfilling self roles, and strong emotional attachment
with the family. There is also moderate communication in the families and strong
supervision of probation within the families. Samples have a very good level of
problem solving.

Tests of hypotheses identify that individual factors have a relationship with
the family’s participation in rehabilitation of probationers especially income,
cognition of the probationer and meeting the probation officers. The family factors
that have relationship with the family’s participation are the relationship within the
family and problem solving within the family.

It is recommended that the probation officers should encourage a greater
understanding of the probation job among the families of the probationers especially
the cognition of the roles of the probation officers. This also better helps the family
to participate in rehabilitating the probationers. Also, probation officers should
prioritize the data on the relations and problem solving within a family in order to
implement those data in planning the rehabilitation. The probation offices should
encourage families to participate more in activities of rehabilitation and insist on
families becoming aware of the significance in assisting the probationers in dealing
with their specific problems.
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
