ABSTRACT

This study is to investigate factors of violent experience, self-control,

attitudes against using violence and antisocial behavior affecting use of violence by
male youth against partners and to investigate ways to counter those problems at
present and in the future. Samples are 250 male youth studying in the nonformal
schooling in the districts of Bangkhuntian, Rajburana and Chomthong, Thailand. A
questionnaire is used in data collection. Statistical applications are frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, ANOVA and multiple classification analysis
(MCA).
: Factors of violence experience, self-control, attitudes against using violence
-| and antisocial behavior through words, physical behavor and/or sex affect make
youth violence against partners by a statistical significance of 0.05. The controlled
variables such as age of the male youth, occupation of their partners and individuals
whom the samples co-habit with affect male youth violence by a statistical
significance of 0.05.

In addition, factors of violent experience, self-control, attitudes against
using violence and antisocial behavior affect verbal violence of male youths by a
statistical significance of 0.05. The controlled variables such as age of the male
youth, and the nonformal schooling centers the male youth attends also affect use
of violence by a statistical significance of 0.05.

It is recommended from the study that fathers and mothers should
understand changes at their children at each age range in order to enable themselves
to appropriately adapt to the youth and conduct, affective fostering and
understanding rather than emotional or violent behavior in their families. Families
should instruct individuals to be patient, enduring, moral and ethic-oriented, and
use consciousness to deal with problems. The nonformal schooling centers should
play their roles in instruction, and equip them with academic knowledge and life
skills and cultivate in them righteous values to meet the social norms.
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
