The purpose of this research was to study how the ten Bodhisattas in the Tasajati
Jataka tale courageously cultivated the Paramis (Perfection of Morality), especially when they are
confronted with moral dilemmas in conflict situations. As it is religious ethics, a descriptive
method was used as a ground for qualitative data collection. Studying Aristotle’s virtue ethics

inspired the researcher’s mind to conduct this research.
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Results revealeckiﬁ that the ten Bédhisatias have strong courage and decisive intentions
in cultivating the Paramis, even though they were confronted with various difficulties. A high
inspiration to be Buddha was a significant factor for them to practice perseverance and resolve
dilemmas. Although their performance was sometimes concerned with moral dilemmas, they were
able to act firmly in accordance with virtues. The study also has shown that wisdom (Panna),
compassion (Karuna), perseverance (Khanti) and tolerance (Viriya) were cardinal virtues making

the Bodhisattas achieve moral courage in cultivating the Parami.

Based on the results of the study described above, the researcher believes that, the
Bodhisattas® acts can be a good model and applicable to the real life of lay people in today’s
rapidly changing society. Ability to know the aim of life; decisive intention to achieve the aim;
moral reasoning in decision- making; firmly acting in accordance with virtues; these will be
efficient causes for people to have moral courage; and their lives will not be affected by the

external world.
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
