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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the roles of foster families in
rearing abandoned children. Data was collected using questionnaires and in-
depth interviews. A sample of 3€ families were given questionnaires and 10
families in in-depth interviews.The Data were analysed by percentage,arithmetic
mean,standard deviation, Pearson product moment correlation coefficient and
descriptive.

The research results revealed that the roles of foster families in rearing
abandoned children was at a high level,(83.3 %).The factors that were significantly
related to the roles of foster families in rearing abandoned children, at < 0.05,were
good family relationship and good child development knowledge. The roles of foster
families in rearing the abandoned were related to child development in 2 roles. The
good roles of foster families affecting good child development and the bad roles of]
foster famiiies affecting bad child development. For the problems in rearing
abandoned children found during the course of foster care were concerned with the
children, the officer, the hire and services

Based on the research results, it is suggested that family professionals should
promote foster family permanency to be able to appropriately perform their roles in
rearing abandoned children, in order to support good child development.
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
