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This research has, as its objective, the study of parents’ views with regard to moral issues
appearing in television programmes. The issues include violence, sex, materialism, improper
language usage, and inappropriateness to the Thai culture. Data are collected by questionnaire
distributed to 265 parents of students at Wat Toongkru School, Bangkok.

The results show that the problems that the respondents find the most urgent concern
violence and sex. The problems of materialism and inappropriateness to the Thai culture only
receive a rating of moderate, while improper language usage is viewed as the least urgent.
Moreover, after exposure to television programmes, violence is the topic that most of the
respondents raise for discussion with their children. Second in the order of importance is the
problem of materialism. Thirdly ranked are improper language usage and inappropriateness to the
Thai culture. ’Of particular interest is that the topic that is raised for discussion the least is about
sex.

It is found that the parent respondents are reluctant to discuss sex problems seen in
television programmes with their children even though they rated this kind of problem as one of
the most urgent. Therefore, a campaign to educate parents about the proper way to approach this

topic should be launched.
