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ABSTRACT

The research’s objectives were to study (1) the Islamic teaching of self
development, and (2) their references in Southern Muslim undergraduates’ activities.
The study comprised (1) a documentary review of Islamic Scriptures, i.e. The Holy
Quran and Al-Hadith as well as related literatures, and (2) a field study of Muslim
undergraduate members of Muslim organizations in twelve institutions of five
Southern Provinces, i.e. Pattani, Yala, Narathiwat, Songkla, and Satul. The target
group comprised of two hundred and twenty four students, twelve presidents of
Muslim Clubs and twelve executive staffs of the organizations. The research was
conducted by interviews, questionnaires, participant and non-participant observation
method and was analyzed by statistical and descriptive method.

It was found from the research that most of the target group at pre-university
level have passed Islamic schooling. The Islamic teachings of self development are
integrated in the routine of the students’ organizations. And all the target groups are
highly positive to the implementation of the Islamic principles in the Muslim students’
organizations activities and everyday life. To them, however, a major problem is non
participation by some members. Effective implementation of the self-development
programs needs more financial support and communication.

In conclusion the muslim student university organizations’ activities are
obviously effected by the Islamic teaching of self-development, and implementation is
conductive to the state policy of human resource development and thus worthy of
stronger support.
