Causal modeling among perceived illness, state anxiety, trait anxieEdEcpression, self-esteem

and morale were synthesized bascd on frameworks of stress, appraisal and coping of Lazarus and
Folkman, Spielberger’s anxiety, Beck’s depression, self-esteem of Rosenberg and Coopersmith
and morale of Lawton’s framework. This model was tested in 293 cancer patients undergoing
radiotherapy at Cancer Institute, Siriraj Hospital during March 1994 to March 1995 by applying
survey research design and purposive sampling technique. Semistructural interview was used for
collecting data. Data were processed and analyzed by SPSS for Windows. The results revealed
that cancer patients perccived their illness in moderately critic perspective ( x = 2.47) and
developed moderate state and trait anxiety level ( x = 2.16 and 2.36, respectively). However, these
patients also developed mild depress symptom (x = 0.60) and moderate self- esteern and morale (
"x = 2.18 and 2.15, respectively). Cancer patients who had different age group developed
significant different in trait anxiety level. They also developed significant different in state anxiety
when they had different age and educational background. Moreover, female patients developed
significant more state and trait anxicty than male paticnts. Married patieats had self-esteem and
morale significant lower than single, widow or divorce persons and the low income patients also
had staie and trait anxiety, self-esteem and raorale significant higher than the higher income group.
Furthermore, this studied also sigmificant confirmed causal modeling both direct and indirect
pathway among perceived illness, state and trait anxiety, depression, self-esteem and morale in
cancer patients undergoing radiotherapy (P<0.000). Finally, this causal modeliag showed

coefficient of determinant for self-esteem and morale prediction between 27 - 76%.
