ABSTRACT

The case studies of the venerable Somdej PhraMahasamanaChao Krompraya
Vajirayavarorasa and Somdej Phravanarata (Heang Khamajari) aim to help understand
the Buddhist monks’ disciplines. This is a comparative study of behavioral differences
between Somdej PhraMahasamana Chao Krompraya Vajirayavarorasa and Somdej
Phravanarata (Heang Khamajari). This research also study’s problems of the Buddhist
monks’ disciplines and suggests means to solve them. This study is qualitative
research, which mostly collects details from documents yet also interviews six
qualified persons. Then analyses the details according to Buddhism principles; finally,
a description is offered.

Results of the research found that the problems of the present Thai Buddhist
monks’ disciplines consisted of eight items. (1) Some monks were not interested in
study of Dhamma theory. (2) The monks’ Theoretical Dhamma Studies in both Pali
and Nakdhamma had not been improved for a long time. (3) The present monks’
knowledge from studies was less than the former monks’. (4) Some of the monks were
obstinate without consciousness of monkhood and were not ashamed. (5) Buddhist
monks respected the Thai Buddhist law more than the disciplines. (6) Society and
environment had influenced the Buddhist monks’ role of following the disciplines. (7)
The Order had not trained their personnel to subcontract the Buddhist works. (8
Social changes and worldly benefits made a failure of the relationship between the
kingdom of religion and the realm.

Suggestions for solving the problems are (1) The monks in the two branches in
Thailand should co-operate with each another closer than before. (2) The Order should
improve the Theoretical Dhamma Studies by enhancing new knowledge beyond the
knowledge created by the former monks. Also, they should study the reason why the
knowledge of monks today is less than the ancient monks. The knowledge from the
study should be applied for the monks. (3) There should be an arrangement of
screening the people who will be ordained. (4) There should be an upgrade to the
administration of monks both in knowledge and behavior. (5) The Order should train
new personnel for administration of the Buddhist works in the future.
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
