Abstract

The purpose of this descriptive research was to compare needs and perceived social support
related reduction of sexual risk behaviors in female teenagers. The sample was composed of 400
female teenagers studying in public schools in Chonburi province. The subjects were selected using
multi-stage sampling. The data were collected by using the demographic data form and the needs and
perceived social support related reduction of sexual risk behaviors questionnaires. The reliability of
needs and perceived social support related reduction of sexual risk behaviors questionnaires were .87
and .88 respectively. Statistics used for data analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation, and
t-test.

The results revealed that

1.The mean scores of needs in social support related reduction of se'xual risk behaviors in
total and subscale were high level except information support and instrument support subscale.

2.The mean scores of perceived social support related reduction of sexual risk behaviors in
total and subscale were moderate level except emotional support and appraisal support subscale.

3.The mean scores of needs and perceived social support related reduction of sexual risk
behaviors in total and subscale were significant different at p < .05 except appraisal support subscale.

The findings could be used as foundation to develop a guideline for planning for improve

care, to reduce sexual risk behaviors in female teenagers.
