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This research aims to study the history of Thai Muslims, descendants of Persian,
Malayan, Chinese, Pakistani and Cham Muslims, in order to comprehend the surrounding factors
sensitive to Muslim lives. In doing this, the. researchers wish to generate the true and accurate
understanding of Muslims society in Thailand and form harmonious relationships between people
of different beliefs. This research emphasizes on documentary research, field works, and

brainstorming.

The research findings reveal that different groups of Muslims came to Thailand at
different times and for different purposes, taking with them their own thoughts and traditions,
which later integrated with the beliefs of local Muslims due to their similar ways of lives
according to the same doctrine = Al Qur’an. Though some conflicts did occur in details, most of
the problems could be solved at the end owing to Islamic principles which emphasize on the unity
of Muslims and their good relationships with other peoples that help Muslims to accept different
opinions. Although Thailand is not a Muslim country, Muslim immigrants and Thai Muslims
have always been welcomed and given mercy from Thai kings. This allows Muslims to live in
Thai society with comfort, safety and happiness. Every group of Muslims in Thailand has
freedom to pursue their own faith and ways of life, which is one of the reasons why Thai Muslims

love Thailand, their home country,

According to the world’s changing situation, the good atmosphere of the country also
changed, especially during the time of Field Marshal P. Pibulsongkram when assimilative policy
was introduced and implemented by the issues of Conventions of State (Rattaniyom). The fact
that people were forced to change their lifestyle, particularly in terms of religions and cultures,
led to their opposition to the laws. This policy and its outcomes are one of many reasons why
Thai Muslims are feared and misunderstood by other groups of Thais. The situation became
worse with the unrest within the three southern border provinces which has caused suspicions not
only among Muslims but also between Muslims and Non-Muslim people. It affects the good
relationship between Muslims and the rest of the society, creating images of Muslims as cruel and
aggressive. The influence of the problem is not limited within the three southern provinces but is
now spreading across the country, forming invisible barrier between Muslims and Non Muslims
in Thailand. However, all these conflicts are the results of misunderstanding and the lack of
accurate‘hioﬁicdgc about Islam and Muslims, Therefore, the researchers wish to propose ways to
introduce such knowledge of Islam as doctrine, rituals and beliefs to every group of peoples as a

means to generate consistent benefits and restore peace to Thailand.
