ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study the Loogtoong songs composed by and the biography of Mr.
Wichean Khamjaroen. The 10 best songs by Mr. Wichean Khamjaroen were chosen by Loogtoong
music experts. They are Siam Muang Yim, Saona Sung fan, Krasae Khaoma Si,Samsib Young
Jéew, Khao Wayne Raw, Khon Oakhug Puk Baan Nee, Jai Ja Khaad, Daoruang Daoroi, Norn
Fung Khraung Fai, and Baan Glai Ruan Khiang. Qualitative research was used to study this thesis.

Mr. Wichean Khamjaroen was born on May 6, 1939, at Baan Bangmayom, Tumbon Bang
li, Thaawung District, Lopburi Province,Thailand. He finished Prathom 4 from Singharuekprasit
School and then went to technical college to study to be a barber. He worked for the famous
Jularut Band for 11 years. He was one of Kru Paiboon Budkhan’s and Kru Mongkon
Amartayakun’s students, both experts in song composition. His first album was “Baan Glai Ruan
Kiang.” He also composed many songs for popular Loogtoong singers such as Sornpetch
Sornsupun, Sayan Sanya, Yodruk Saluckjai, and Pumpuang Duangjun, etc. He married Ms.
Ponpai Chumrose and they had 3 daughters. He was honored by getting a National Artist Award in
2005. Now he is 69 years old. He lives at 25/291 Changwattana Rd., Paakred, Nontaburi.

The significant formal structures found within thel0 songs are AABA, AAA and ABAB,
the all time signature is 4/4 and there are various melodic rhythmic patterns in each song. There is
more conjunct motion than disjunct motion and the range is from minor 9" to perfect 12", The
melodic contour goes up and down, or is alternated, and the direction of motion tends to change; it
is rare to find one clear direction of motion within a song. The majority of the songs use
pentatonic scale. The rhyme scheme in the lyrics is similar to that of a poem and when the lyrics

are mixed with melody they will produce strong beats, weak beats and syncopation.
