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The Project Teacher Fellowship - Marine Science was initiated by The Thailand
Research Fund (TRF) to enable a group of teachers to advance their scientific inquiry skill in
the field of marine science. Teacher fellows spend one month during the summer working
with scientists on a research project at Sichang Marine Science Research and Training
Center (SMaRT) of the Aquatic Resource Research Institute (ARRI), Chulalongkorn
University, located on Sichang Island, Chonburi Province. In the year 2009, 19 teachers
were selected from 25 applicants to join in the project. The research work carried out covers
the field of coastal ecology and environmental topics and issues such as seawater and
sediment quality (9), biology and ecology of selected marine animals, plankton, macroalgae

and benthos (10).
