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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study 1) the ability to read aloud rhymes of
Prathomsuksa 2 students taught by the backward design approach between pretest and
posttest, 2) the ability to read aloud rhymes of Prathomsuksa 2 students taught by the
conventional approach between pretest and posttest, 3) the ability to read aloud rhymes of
Prathomsuksa 2 students taught by the backward design and the conventional approaches,
and 4) the satisfaction of Prathomsuksa 2 students towards the backward design and the
conventional approaches. The sample, selected by simple random sampling, consisted of 8
students from Watbot School (Wibun Prapha Rat Samakkhi) taught by the backward design
approach and 8 students from Watkaitia School taught by the conventional approach in
semester 1, academic year 2014. The instruments used in this study were backward design
lesson plans, conventional lesson plans, a test related to the read-aloud rhymes, and a
questionnaire with regards to the two teaching approaches on the read-aloud rhymes with a
reliability of 0.754. The data were analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The findings revealed that:

1. The ability to read aloud rhymes of Prathomsuksa 2 students before and
after the implementation of the backward design lesson plans was higher at the .05
level of significance.

2. The ability to read aloud rhymes of Prathomsuksa 2 students before and
after the implementation of the conventional lesson plans was higher at the .05 level of

significance.



3. The students taught by the backward design approach demonstrated the
higher ability to read aloud rhymes than the students taught by the conventional
approach at the .05 level of significance.

4. The students taught by the backward design approach were more satisfied
with the teaching plans than the students taught by the conventional approach at the

.05 level of significance.
