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The purposes of this study were to analyze and to compare the collaborative teacher network
models in good practice schools of different. The methodologies included both qualiiative methods and
social network analyses. The field research methodology used document analysis, formal and non-formal
interviews, participant and non-participant observations, and surveys. Content analysis, typological
analysis, data comparison, inductive analysis, and social network analysis with the UCINET program

version 6.0 implemented during data analysis.

The research’s findings were:

1) The network models: the small-size and Iafge-size schools had the most collaboration for
instructions and the middle-size school had the most collaboration for school projects and activities;
the networks for classroom research were lowest in all schools. Factions were systemized: for curriculum
planning, grouped into kindergarten and elementary levels, grade-levels, and subjects; for instructions,
clustered into kindergarten and elementary levels, grade-levels, and subjects; for classroom research,
organized to kindergarten and elementary levels, grade-levels, and subjects; and for the school projects
and activities, arranged into grade-levels, subjects, four key-stages, and favored colleagues.

2) For the teachers' roles: in all collaborative networks in three schools, the leaders
were teachers who were experienced and sociable. The network coordinators were teachers who were
experienced, sociable, team leaders, and worked in academic afeas.

3) For collaborative activities: school meetings, professional development activities, classroom
observations, and consultation among teachers occurred in all schools. However, the middle and
large-sized schools had their leaders organize the networks and implement cooperative learning
strategies.

4) For the outcome of collaborations: teacher's work was smoother. They developed
as professionals and felt camaraderie while working. The students’ achievements and behaviors were
affected satisfactorily and the schools accomplished their goals and were held in good esteem

by external observers.
