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This thesis is aimed at studying the structure and power of the constitutional court and
comparing the 1997 constitution of Thailand and the 2007 constitution of Thailand to find out how
they are alike and different and what problems they have.

After the study, the author has found out that Judges of the Constitutional Court under the
1997 had the judges of the Supreme Court as a majority so that it was possible that a judges would
be appointed as the chairman of the constitutional court. Various committees of recruiting Judges of
the Constitutional Court can be easily interfered. The Senate in selecting Judges of the
Constitutional Court because the administration completely interfered so it lacked freedom and
neutrality. ‘

According to the research, the author suggests the parliament play a major role in selecting
Judges of the Constitutional Court in order to make Judges of the Constitutional Court and the
population closely connected, and decrease the number of Judges of the Constitutional Court in
order to make constitutional court more neutral, various and free. The judges of the Supreme Court
are supposed to be appointed by the population or the representatives of the population. Judges
still can take part but some things should be changed, for example, only expressing opinions and
giving advice. The constitutional court's authority should be constricted. The constitutional court is
supposed to check to see whether any law is contrary to the constitution or not by controlling and
cheéking the constitutionality of the bills enacted by The National Assembly, including protecting the
population’s rights and liberty and checking the constitutionality of the law. |
