The private sector takes an integral role in the government’s Universal Coverage
Scheme in which the main goal is to provide the network of health coverage to the
public. Private medical clinics are allowed to be contractors for primary care under the
name “Clinic Chumchon Ob-Oon”

This research aims to study factors that affect the sustainability of private
primary care units joined with the Universal Coverage Scheme. In fact, it focuses on
the operation and management of private medical clinics in providing standard
healthcare services while maintaining some profits for the survival in limited resource
environment. The research also identifies the problems that force some clinics to exit
the program, especially those in the Bangkok area and its vicinity where a large
number of private clinics are located.

In depth interviews, data collections are conducted from 4 primary care clinics
and administration officer of the National Health Security Office from June 2006 to
August 2006, 2 of the clinics already exited the program.

The results find that the major factor for surviving of clinics is the number of
registered population. Confidence in service quality is also crucial. Sending teams to
reach household not only provide the health prevention and promotion benefit to the

public, it builds good relationship between clinics and the public as well.
