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The objective of this research was to study the effects of teaching drawing and painting
by using synectics technique on fifth grade students' art learning achievement. The sample
group used in this study was twenty-three purposively selected fifth grade students at
Chulalongkomn University Demonstration in second semester of academic year 2007. The
research instruments were 1) drawing and painting by using synectics technique lesson plans, 2)
achievement test, 3) students’ behavior observation form, and 4) drawing and painting
production evaluation form. The obtained data were analyzed by using means, standard

deviation, percentage, frequencies, and t-test.

The research results were revealed that:

1) The learning achievement of students after leaming drawing and painting by
synectics technique was higher at the 0.05 level of significance.

2) The students'overall behaviors were at good level. Moreover, behaviors of students
at the very good level included students interacted with their teacher’'s and friends while they
were working,students asked each other comparatively in order to find-new ways of thinking,
students enjoyed while they were learming and practicing, and students tidied and kept art
instruments. '

3) Students’ drawing and painting production by using synectics technique had good
level means score. In addition, that production showed that solving of their activities had a

highest score.
