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The objectives of this reseach were to study: (1) Communication process in series of activities
and ritual, (2) roles of ritual as a medium, and (3) sustainable consequences resulted from ritual, use to
recondition Pasak river by Tai-Yuan people in Sao-Hai district, Saraburi province in 2006. Qualitatively,
In-depth interviews, participant observation and documentary analysis were used.

The finding showed that:

1. Communication process in the series of activities and ritual were pariicipant communication.
Three levels of participant were found: being reciever/user, sender/producer/co-producer/performance
and policy maker/planner. Key characteristics of the partcipant communication were two-ways,
horizontal, two-step flow and role shifting. In Addition, communication networking was used to develop
activities among members in the community and with external groups. In terms of communication
elements, sender (S), message (M), channel (C) and reciever (R) all involved in the series of activities.

2. Ritual as a medium had three roles. First, at the individual level, the ritual helped enhance
self identity, strengthen psychological stability, guide ways of life, activate values, build enveronmental
awareness, and generate social activities. Second, the ritual at the community unity, solve conflict,
create shared feelings, become knowledge source, generate paricipation, integrate ideas, and
complement other media. Last the ritual played a role in building both in-group and out-group
networking, at the society level.

3.Consequences awared at both individual and community levels. For the individual level,
people were realized and awared of the value of river. At the community level, most of the people
participated and proposed solution to reserve the river, changed their behavior, requested for more
rituals, co-operated between groups in the community to solve problems. Elaborately, sustainable
consequences were related to various aspects, including cultural, economy, community relationship,
physical environmental ones. However, the findings did not confirm that such ritual would last long in the

future.
