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The purposes of this research were 1) to study the concepts, objectives, structures and the processes in
solving student's aggressive behavior as well as the problems of students’ support system in the Bilingual School 2)
to study characters and the causes of students' aggressive behaviors 3) to develop a students’ support system in
helping aggressive students and 4) to study the results of using the students’ support system which developed for
solving students’ aggressive behaviors. The instruments employed were observation, interview and document
analysis. Content analysis and inductive conclusion were used in analysis. The research results were as follows:

1) Conceptually, a students’ support system ought to encourage students to aware and willing to improve
oneself to have a good personality, conscious, capable, virtual and live well in society. Also, teachers and parents
ought to collaborately participate in supporting students’ development potential. The system included 5 facto,r;?. They
were (1) getting to know the students (2) classification (3) supporting for development (4)protection and problems
solving and (5) transferring. The operation processes consisted of planning and action. according to the plan. The
supportive factors were teachers' cooperation sacrifice parents’ the cooperation supportive related institutes and (4)
the obstacles were (1) Internal system management problems (2) teachers’ additioned duties (3) lack of student's
cooperation (4) parents awareness, and (5) implementation of institutional rules 2) The student’'s aggressive behaviors
were both physically and verbally. The physical aggressive behaviors were shown through facial expension, and
harracement actions to things and friends. Verbal aggressive behaviors were shown through impolite, rude, and
arrogant dialect. Causes of the broblems came from lack of self confidence and need acceptance from friends. Then,
they imitaged friends’ aggressive behaviors. 3) The developed systems emphasized in transformation system. There
were 3 stages in using the system. They were getting accequented“ stage, developing stage and follow up stage.
4) Results from using the system indicated that students gained trust in teachers. They shared their thought and fuling
with their teachers. They accepted their aggressive problems and ready to improve themselves. As a result, they had
developed abilities to manage their behaviors properly. Their aggressive behaviors reduced and they were more

accepted by their friends.
