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The aim of this thesis is to study the problems and obstacles which make the Computer
Crime Act B.E. 2550 enforce ineffectively and to study the legal measures of civilized countries in
order to solve such problems and obstacles.

From the study, it is recognized that although the Computer Crime Act B.E. 2550 has
entered into force, computer crime does not decrease. It is the result of some weaknesses of the
substantive law as follows :

1. The ambiguity of legal provisions ; the unclear provisions make interpretation problem.

2. The limit of legal provisions ; the substance of provisions does not cover new computer
crime.

3. The penalty provisions ; the punishment of this act is not so strict that it cannot scare
criminals.

The aforesaid weaknesses are the causes of the ineffective enforcement of the Computer
Crime Act B.E. 2550. Therefore, the author has studied the legal measures of the civilized foreign
countries including analyzed and compared the foreign laws with the Computer Crime Act B.E.
2550 in order to have the quidelines for amendment of the act which will formulate more effective

and more appropriate control over the computer crime.
