Crime is a behavior occurs and remains in society. While the society is trying
to control, it evolves. Its pattern changes, as well as its objectives, from revenge or
existence to large amount of benefit. Money Laundering is viewed as economic crime

that cause a vast area of damages.

Although the Anti-Money Laundering Act (AMLA) has strengthen the measures
to prosecute offender and forfeit their proceeds of crime by adopting for a civil
forfeiture procedure and, over time, expand its definition of asset (to be forfeited)
regardless of how many times it was transferred, sold, hidden, or disguised,
including when the right over the asset is transferred to a bona fide third party-which
is a restriction in other laws such as the penal code or the Act on Measures for the
Suppression of Offenders in an Offense Relating to Narcotics RE. 2534. Because
civil forfeiture procedure is a pioneer, it faces problems and hardship in application
in both legislature and procedure aspects, which occurs from the gaps in present
laws and the competent officials enforcing the law also lack of guidance or best
practices. This thesis points out the interesting obstacles in forfeiture procedure
under the AMLA in certain area such as when the asset ordered forfeited but lost or
unrecoverable or when Thailand received a request to proceed with asset in the
Kingdom or when there is a need to spend the seized asset for life policy premium or
lawyer fee. This thesis also suggests the execution in accordance with the judgment
to enhance efficiency in procedure of money laundering case, to ensure justice and
minimal damage to human rights under the Constitution the serve the will of the

AMLA.
