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At present, the human trafficking problem is one of the most urgent problems
which Thailand and international community are confronting. To solve this predicament,
Thailand has signed the ‘2000 UN Convention Against Transnationatl Organized Crime and
the Protocol to Prevent, Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Person, Especially Woman and
Children.’ As a result, Thailand is required to legislate national laws to comply with the
Convention and the Protocol. Thailand has, therefore, promulgated the Act on Enforcement

of Prevention, Suppression and Punishments of Human in 2008.

This new Act contains provisions that apply conspiracy principle. However, this
research finds that the application of conspiracy principle to the enforcement of Human
Trafficking Law is faced with many problems. There are obstacles in construing the legal
definition of terms of agreement, particularly the lack of clarity of Human Trafficking
definition and the problem in establishing the acts of Human Trafficking. As the conspiracy
principle is the one of the most successful legal instrument in the enforcement of
Organized Crime, it may not have the same effect on non-organized criminals, Especially,
when Human Trafficking in Thailand are committed by individual perpetrators. Finally, the
last problem involves the difficulties in obtaining direct evidence of Human Trafficking.
From the reasons above; this thesis proposes that the guidelines for applying conspiracy
principle are needed. Guidelines and legal instruments, if appropriately constructed, can
be used to solve the problems of using legal principles and to increase the efficiency of

enforcement apparatus as well.
