The objectives of this research were to study the creation process of Art for All camp as an activity
media from 1997 — 2009 and to study the communication process for shared understanding among people
with and without disabilities in “Art for All Camp” 11" in 2009. The study employed the qualitative research
methods.The data collection methods were documentary analysis, non-participant observation, participant
observation as well as in-depth interview with key informants who were people with and without disabilities.

The study found that. to initiate “Art for All oamb" as an activity media, Prof.Dr.Channarong
Pornrungroj as an initiator gave the necessity of “resourcing and managing the elements of communication or
S-M-C-R-E”. The findings divided into three periods. The first period (before starting the 1s'camp). camp
initiator chose personal media and their social networks in the field of art, people with disabilities and camp
activities as the sender element (S). to create the first art camp for people with and without disabilities in
Thailand. The second period (the 1°- 3rdcamp). camp staffs developed a model of accessible camp activity
as the message element (M) and the channel element (C) for participants with and without disabilities.
Moreover, camp staffs gave the importance to a systematic process of selecting and organizing camp
participants as the receiver element (R). The third period (the 4" 1mcamp). Art for All camp were evaluated
by camp staffs more systematically as the communication effect element (E) including a camp quality
assurance as communication feedback leading to the continuous improvement of Art for Al camp.

The results of communication for shared understanding among people with and without disabilities
in “Art for All camp” revealed in four dimensions which were people with disabilities understood themselves.
people with disabilities understood others, people without disabilities understood themselves, people without
disabilities understood others, through the intensively planned camp activities by mainly using Ritualistic
Model of Communication as the following three steps. The 1s‘step, pre-camp production process, camp
staffs emphasized on communication for shared understanding among camp staffs and volunteers as the
senders in communication. The 2"dstep. camp production process divided into two main groups of activities:
basic activities and daily life activities. In basic activities such as art activities, group activities etc..camp
staffs used at least two media together to recover the function of communication organs of participants with
disabilities for example using an audio-visual media with a sign language interpreter. Daily life activities were
planned to encourage social-interactions among people with and without disabilities. The 3rdstep. post-camp
production process, camp staffs employed both the internal camp evaluations and the quality assurance.

The outcomes created the networks of camp staffs and the networks of camp participants. On top of these

the success of Art for All camp depended on “the heart without disabilities” through understanding and care
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
