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Abstract

The research on “Youth Role in Promoting Thai — Malaysian Intercultural
Understandings : A study on Interaction and Activities of International Students” aims at
studying international students’ attitude before and after experiencing each other culture,
their interaction patterns and activities in promoting intercultural understanding, impact
and results of their role, and to suggest an approach to build Thai-Malaysian student
network and enhance international student exchange program for promoting intercultural
understandings

The qualitative and quantitative researches used in collecting data from Thai
students in Malaysia and also Malaysian students in Thailand. The findings are as follows
1) Both international students percieved various attitudes and perceptions about the
cultures of host countries that depend on the factors of locality. Anyhow, we found that
both of them having constructive perceptions. 2) International students activities and
interaction mostly informal which annualy established by the universities. Exchange
programme hardly designed for much collective and exchanged cultures. 3)
International students had important for creating cross cultural which reflected core
cultures. They could absorb and learn host country cultures. 4) Thai — Malaysian
students network should be created for promoting intercultural understanding and also
enhance the role of existing students’ network 5) There are many levels of student
exchange programmes both regional framework of ASEAN i.e. AIMS and through
univisities collaboration, however the number of student exchange under AIMS is not so
many and recently reduced as the AUN is limited, most of universities in Asean are not

member of it
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
