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Abstracts

The objective of this research is to acknowledge the identity of oneself about
attitude to farming career of adolescences in rice farmer community of Nongjok to have a
positive attitude to farming career by merging both quality and quantity researches
together.

According to the research, major population of adolescences in Nongjok are female
and 60% of female adolescences are 12 years old studying in middle school ,no other
occupation, 5 family members, both parents are together, family income approximately
10,001-15,000 baht, family income equal to expenses, the family has save up money, and
follow up agricultural news from television.

The prominent identity of Nongjok's adolescences is that they have good
relationship with their family members, they are also proud and grateful to be born within
agricultural families. They believe that farming is an honorable occupation and are not
afraid to share opinion about farming to others. They know their economical status and
also know how to manage their expenses to match with their family economical status. In
case of someone were to say negative things about farming career, they would remain
claim and express proper behavior. In addition, these young adults are always trying to
keep up with agricultural news hence they can learn and adapt to the world. Their first
inferior identity is that most of them are not acquainted with other teenagers in their
agricultural community. Second, they do not have any duty relating with their family career
which lead to no affection and skill in agriculture. Third, they do not want to study in any
educational field relating to agriculture , as well as continue working as farmer like their
parents.

According to this survey, the method to improve identity of these teenagers are
listed as follows 1) Parents should assign at least one job to their children so they have
duty and learn to responsible for a part of family work, for example, inspection of the grain
plot, to help parents plan the cost of farming, to find ways to reduce production cost. 2)
The need to educate their children to love, have pride and be a part in farming since they
are young. 3) Parents need to guide in fields of education relating to agriculture. 4) To make

a success of farmers and be a role model for their children.
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
