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The objectives of this research were to 1) study desirable characteristics of the generation alpha
appropriate for the Thai society in the future, 2) analyze education administration of Thailand at present and that for
the generation alpha in the future, 3) suggest appropriate educational provision guidelines for the generation alpha in
Thai social context in the future. The Bronfenbrenner's ecological theory of human development was applied as a
conceptual framework for this research. Both quantitative and qualitative methods were used to collect the data:
document analysis, focus group discussion, interviews, and survey research. The results of this research were as
follows:

Desirable characteristics of the generation alpha can be divided into 4 aspects. 1) Body and mind, e.g.,
adversity quotient. 2) Knowledge and skills, e.g., life skills, non-violence communication. 3) Attitude, e.g., morality,
moral courage and ethics. 4) Expression to society, e.g, ability to take care of themselves, family and society
(especially, aging society).

With regard to the education provision of Thailand at present, it was found that 1) The objectives of
education varied depending on the type of school. 2) The curriculum had high frequencies of changes, lacked unity
and focused on memorization and academic knowledge and skills. 3) Format of teaching was consistent with the
objectives of education and varied depending on the type of school. 4) Teachers had too many tasks and
responsibilities and failed to observe codes of ethics of the teaching profession. 5) Measurement and evaluation were
of 2 types: authentic assessment by observing behavior and performance assessment by testing. 6) Environment,
e.g., attitude of parent and teacher, corrupt practices and tutorial schools affected learning outcomes. Problem of
Thai education included lack of interaction between parent and teacher. The participation with school varied
depending on the type of school. Education provision with developing generation alpha differed depending on the
type of school.

Three types of educational provision guidelines are proposed for the generation alpha in Thai social
context in the future. 1) Formal education, e.g, up-to-date curriculum, learning by doing, various forms of
assessments. 2) Non-formal education, e.g., various curricula, with emphasis on professional skills. 3) Informal
education, e.g., interaction and participation between family, religious, school and community to develop the
generation alpha and, promote home schools in order that Thai social context; microsystem, mesosystem, exosystem

and microsystem must to strength.
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
