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ABSTRACT
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The purposes of this descriptive correlation research were to study factors influencing
and to determine variable which predict professional nurse' s information technology competency
in community hospitals, regional 12 under the ministry public health, Thailand. The study sample
consisted of 241 practical nurses, who worked at least one year, and were randomly selected by
multi - stage sampling. The study instrument was a questionnaire consisted of three part :
personal data, motivation, professional nurse' s information technology competency. The content
validity of the questionnaire was explored by seven experts. Reliabilities of the motivation and
information technology competency were .95 and .97, respectively. Data was analyzed by using
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient
and Stepwise Multiple Regression analysis.

The study results were as follows:

1. The overall mean of professional nurse' s information technology competency was
at a moderate level (/? =3.27).

2. Age and personal computer were significantly negative correlation with professional
nurse' s information technology competency at a moderate and low level, respectively (r = -.307,
r = -242, p < .05). The experience in using computer and education level were significantly
positive correlation with professional nurse's information technology competency at a moderate
and low level, respectively. (r = .354, r =.168, p < .05). The experience in learning or training on
computer was not significantly correlation with this competency.

3. The motivation was significantly positive correlation with professional nurse's

information technology competency at a high level (r = .831, p-value < .05).
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4. Factors significantly predicting professional nurse's information technology competency
were recognition motivation factor, responsibility motivation factor, achievement motivation
factor, advancement and growth motivation factor, age, supervision motivation factor, working
condition motivation factor and experience in using computer. These predictors together

explained the total 77.8 percent of variation (’=0.778).
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
