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This research analyzed the content of 324 theses of the Depazrt4m7eZt9§f
Journalism, Chulalongkorn University dated between 1991 to 2007 in order to examine
communication elements that have been studied which are the issue covered by the
media, the type of the media, the concept and the theory, the research method and the
result. Research found that most of the theses used journalistic‘ frameworks to form
research questions about the source, the content, the channel and the audience which
correspond with the change in social, economic and cultural environments and also with
the development of information technology. The main issues addressed by the theses are
the quality of media with regard to their roles, the objectivity, media ethics, valueé and
ideology, the adaptation of the media within the social, cultural, economic and political
contexts, the use of information technology and its consequences, and the physical and
psychological characteristics of the users. Theories used in the theses can be grouped
into structural functionalism, technology and society, political economy, semiotics and

theories about audience.
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
