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The purposes of this research were to design and create an at-risk student care
management model for medium-size primary schools under the Office of the Basic
Education Commission, determine the effectiveness of the developed model, and determine
the appropriateness of the developed model. The research was conducted in 3 steps as
follow. 1) The current conditions and process of caring for at-risk students was examined
from 6 sampled schools by using structured interviews. The results were synthesized to
create an at-risk student care management model. Then the completeness of the model was
examined by 10 experts with expertise on education management, counseling, and student
care through a seminar. 2) The effectiveness of the model was examined for its efficiency on
caring for at-risk students and its ability to reduce risk for individual students. This was
conducted by performing a tryout on 1 school, Wat Mai Sukhontharam School. The tools
used in this tryout consisted of the at-risk student care management model, a survey on
efficiency assessment of the model, and a survey on individual student risk reduction for at-
risk students. 3) The appropriateness of the model was examined by 10 experts with
expertise on education management, counseling, and student care. The tool used in this
process was a survey on the appropriateness of the at-risk student care management
model. The statistics used in this research were percentage, mean, and Standard Deviation.

Results of the research were as follow.

1. Results on designing and creating the at-risk student care management model
for medium-size primary schools under the Office of the Basic Education Commission were
as follow.

1.1 The current conditions of the school on caring for at-risk students consisted
of operations on methods for solving and results, on system and mechanism, and on
problems and obstacles.



1.2 The at-risk student care management model for medium-size primary
schools under the Office of the Basic Education Commission consisted of 5 components,
these were, Strategy, Structure and role, Implementation, Monitoring, and Evaluation and
reporting.

2. The effectiveness of the at-risk student care management model for medium-
size primary schools under the Office of the Basic Education Commission was found to have
an efficiency at a high level (C = 4.41, S.D. = 0.39) and at-risk students had reduced risk.

3. The appropriateness of the at-risk student care management model for
medium-size primary schools under the Office of the Basic Education Commission was at a
high level (C =4.44,S.D. = 0.41).
