This research project had the objective to provide a curriculum to develop
Occupational training in Sangkhlaburi, Kanchanaburi Province. The research project has three
levels.

Level 1 :- A Needs Assessment was completed of the vocational training needs
of the Nong Luu community.

A meeting of eight community leaders was held in the form of a focus discussion
group in order to establish what occupations are suitable for the environmental conditions of the
area and occupations the local people are interested in pursuing. The findings of the need for
occupational in traditional Back Strap Karen Weaving.

Level 2 :- The development of a curriculum for vocational training in
Sangklaburi, Kanchanaburi Province. Xaren Back Stap Weaving was chosen due to the
community placing this as highest priority. The curriculum comprised of the rame of the

Level 3 :- Practical training and assessment of results. This comprised of the
praciical training of Karen Back Strap Weaving based on the curriculum design of level 2. It
consisted of a sample group of people from the Nong Luu community. This group of seven
people attended the training voluntarily. An assessment of the results was completed during the
training.

Personal assessment by participants who attend the training.

The assessment completed by the participants indicated that the curriculum design,
trainer, time duration and training methods were of a very good standard. The place of training,

equipment and resources used were evaluated as a good standard.

Assessment of occupativnal skills of participants.

The results of assessing there were preparing material and equipment for the
traditional Back Strap Karen Weaving. The participants were a high standard. Thé practice skill
of participants about of Back Strap Karen Weaving process. The participants were an average

standard. The inclusive, participant’s skill practice was an average standard.

Assessment of results.

The assessments completed by the participants indicated that the smooth the smooth
of cotton, wide and length was kigh standard. The tight of cotton, clean, part of extremity and
wide consistent was fairly well. The edge needed some correction. The inclusive, participant’s
